The
three Taizé Prayer meditations and over 900 meals served at
Newman Nite have further enriched our community. And let’s not
forget the joyous karaoke night that brought us all together in
song, some good and some not so good .

While we have achieved so much, we also acknowledge the
challenges that lie ahead. Like any organization, we face rising
costs in these times of high inflation. Balancing the financial
demands of providing competitive salaries and health insurance
